2011-2012 AGENCY HIGHLIGHTS

Shelter Program

Father Support Center
This past year we partnered with the Father Support Center, a nonprofit organization that

provides services to parents, with a particular focus on fathers. The Center’s program, Pathways
to Responsible Fatherhood Family Formation Project, seeks to strengthen the role of fatherhood
in the family. St. Martha’s Hall provided on-going domestic violence training and assessment to
Father Support Center staff and other organizations with which the Center partners in providing
this project.

Joint Research Project of with St. Louis University, Department of Psychology
In January of 2007 St. Martha’s Hall partnered with the St Louis University Department of
Psychology to evaluate our Children's Program services. Few evaluations of short- and long-
term outcomes from battered women shelter services have been conducted and a major gap in
knowledge exists.

Dr. Honore Hughes with St Louis University’s Department of Psychology has been working
with St. Martha's Hall for over twenty years on various research projects. We were privileged to
have her evaluate our Children’s Program. The most recent outcomes reveal that after working
with our Children’s Program, children felt more positive about themselves; children felt less
isolated, and had safety plans; children had a better understanding about healthy relationships
and gender roles; and the children felt better able to reduce violent interactions with peers. The
mothers report being more aware of the impact of domestic violence on their children; feeling
supported and understood as parents; being able to implement non-violent discipline; and feeling
able to cope with the everyday stress of parenting.

Dr. Hughes has presented the results of the research project at several national conventions.

This multi- year project will continue into the future to help us better evaluate the long-term
outcomes. Tracking families long after they have left the shelter is a difficult task. The number
of families the researcher is able to contact drops drastically over time. More families are needed
in the research to better gage the long-term outcomes and we are fortunate that the research
project with Dr. Honore Hughes will continue.




Bed Bugs

In January we experienced very unwelcomed visitors - bed bugs. We discovered three things
about bed bugs. First, having bed bugs has nothing to do with hygiene. Second, they are very

costly to exterminate. Third, they cause emotional distress, anxiety and loss of sleep!

Traditional approaches to bed bug control that relied on pesticides are no longer effective. The
most effective treatment is heat. This required each room to be heat treated for several hours at
120 degrees. Staff spent hours and hours removing items that might be damaged by the heat.
These expensive heat treatments need to be done by very qualified professionals. For over 2
months we underwent heat treatments; disposed of mattresses, linens, and other items; cleaned
and re-cleaned rooms after each treatment; implemented new control measures such as heat
treating all of our residents belongings in dryers; and learned detection and prevention methods.

It was a very exhausting and costly experience which we hope with our new protocol measures
will never happen again. We are very grateful to the Missouri Foundation for Health who gave

us a special grant of $3,400 to help us cover the almost $9,000 expense.

Community Support

Board of Directors
Our board supports our mission in many ways and this past year they were exceptionally

supportive with fundraising events.

The board fundraising committee held a party at the home of long-time supporter Joan Doyle
for others to view her very unique purse collection. This event raised $3,800.

e Dinner Under the Stars
The board hosted a dinner in Forest Park raising $5,000.

e Clothing Swap
The board also hosted a clothing swap at the home of board member Lynn Malloy. This
involved women donating new or gently used clothing from their own closets and the items
were sold at set prices per item. This event raised $11,400.

e Showers
Our board had two “showers” for the shelter, one in the Fall and one in the Spring. These
two “showers” provided the shelter with thousands of dollars worth of supplies. We are most
grateful to Jodi Kaplan and Lisa Schuppan for opening their homes to us.

¢ Junior Board
During the past year, the St. Martha's Hall board has formalized the development of a Junior
Board made up of young professionals who are focusing on fundraising and community
awareness through special events.

In November 2011, the Junior Board held their inaugural ball, The Bell Bottom Ball raised
$5,400.

Systems Graphics donated their warehouse for the venue and Major Brands helped sponsor
the evening.

In 2011-12, St. Martha’s Hall staff provided
the following services:

Support and information to 2,014 callers
through the 24-hour crisis and support hotline.

Emergency shelter for 114 women and 141
children who were forced to flee their homes to
escape abuse.

Peace, safety and hope for 7,741 days
and nights.

Support and healing through 58 support
groups and 40 parenting groups for women and
84 support groups for children.

Resources to build for the future through 1,542

referrals to other services for our residents.

Continued support and resources through
follow-up services to 97 women.

Assistance for 71 women establishing a goal
plan for their lives freed from abuse.

Support, information and accompaniment for
26 women going through the judicial system.

Community education to increase public
awareness and understanding of domestic
violence to 62 community groups.

The Family Violence Prevention and Services
Act, which is part of larger federal legislation,
provided funding to develop nationally
standardized surveys to help document the
work of domestic violence organizations. The
two key survey questions that are used at St.
Martha’s Hall ask: As a result of staying in
our shelter do you know more ways to plan
for your safety and do you know more about
community resources. 96% of the women
responding said they know more ways to plan
for their safety and 92% said they knew more
about community resources.
